THE PASTOR’S PEN                   “The Most Humble”

Recently, I saw a t-shirt with the words: “I’m the most humble person I know.” I had to chuckle at the humor of 

it—after all, someone truly humble would likely never be caught wearing such a shirt! Even today, in the midst of 

so much depravity and moral decline, we still recognize humility as an important virtue. That’s why the shirt 

exists in the first place! Deep down, we want people to know how virtuous we are—even if announcing it actually 

costs us that very virtue.
