TAKING A LEAP OF FAITH

One of my favorite shows to watch when I was a child was always on right after America’s Funniest
Home Videos on ABC: Extreme Makeover: Home Edition. The premise of the show was simple. A family
in need would entrust their home to a team of people that would rebuild it and make it completely
new, and then the family would come back to see what the builders had made out of the home. It was
really a “leap of faith” to go away and leave them to their work-~ and yet they did!

Today’s Gospel reveals Jesus who is the light who has shown upon the “people in darkness” and was
the one who continued the preaching of John the Baptist. Even after the arrest of John the Baptist Jesus
goes around preaching~- and He comes to the moment where He invited His first disciples.
